Topic: “The Refugee Crisis” 

 

Recognizing the unsafe living conditions under which the Middle Eastern refugees 

currently live, 

Taking into consideration the implications of the refugee youth adopting the violent 

aspects of their war ravaged life, 

Emphasizing the power of the UN’s budget to provide financial assistance to refugee 

camps in need of resources, 

1. Requests member states open their borders to refugees seeking asylum; 

2. Encourages nations to set up proper housing and camps for the well being of 

refugees; 

3. Calls upon hospitals to take in injured or sick refugees for no cost; 

4. Encourages UN member states to provide financial aid to fund existing camps; 

5. Expresses its hopes that member states will use funds to improve living conditions 

within refugee camps 
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6. Authorizes the establishment of a Refugee Guidance Center tasked with the 

responsibility to offer direction for refugees to appropriate countries and to find 

new jobs; 

7. Calls upon all member states to offer more work and educational opportunities for 

the incoming refugees; 

8. Urges fair security checks for refugees entering any nation. 

Recommends occasional security checks for refugees within member
